How to set up your journal

There are three parts to setting up

your journal
Find a journal that you like. Ideally,

it would contain the monthly full

overview and also pages for entries

for the day of the month.
Creating glyphs

In the monthly overview we will

add small drawing or symbols

that best represents our

understanding of the particular

sign in the moon for that day

Daily journal explorations

In the paragraphs of the daily

journal entries, we are going to start

exploring more detail work of the

particular sign through symbols and

journal studies.



Gathering inspiration for Aries symbolism.

In google search bar - type in Aries zodiac sign symbolism. Most

of the artwork there was created by artists also working with

the zodiac sign, but some of them were created by AI. You could

use these images to create quick sketches or take notes in your

journal. These are for reference only. If you work in Pinterest,

you can save your images right in there for future reference. . 

You can also find wealth of reference in public domain images.

Historical art is prolific in using symbolism of astrology and the

zodiac, and many religious artworks are filled with them.  Look

for any correspondences to planets, stars, flowers, crystals, if it

is a cardinal, fixed or mutable sign, water, air, earth or fire sign.

You could also see that the signs are related to certain body

parts or days of the week. You want to write all these down and

also note down the the simple glyphs that represent them

The symbols are the understanding of the sign that we want to

understand and connect with.

The moon as our guide

The moon is our reflective state.

In our sun sign we connect to our ego,

but in the energies of the moon are

stored all the emotions and sensitivities

of our personality. It is the place where

we relate to our needs, not wants.
The moon in the zodiac

It takes one day for the Earth to rotate around its own axis, but

the Moon completes one orbit around the earth in 27.3 days. That

allows it to travel across our sky half a degree every hour,

maintaining position in one sign between 2 or 3 days.

Preperation for our monthly Journey

I use the website Astro-seek.com to find

information about the sun, moon and any

other astrological references and charts. I

invite you to do the same, but you will find

other websites and apps helpful.



Daily overview for March 2026



The Zodiac Signs through the year.

We will be tracking the moon's journey through the zodiac signs;

however, it follows the same pattern than the signs we observe during

our orbit around the sun. While we take a month to move through

each sign, the moon shifts its position every two to three days.



Why undertake all this demanding work? Ultimately, it's your

decision. How you choose to spend your time is completely up to

you. Personally, I have a passion for painting, and during my

exploration of historical artworks, I discovered that they often

contained symbolism and astrological elements, as if they were

trying to convey a message to us. In ancient times, literacy was

a privilege reserved for the wealthy few who could afford

education.
